Sermon Notes: Things of the Spirit — Dealing With Territorial Powers
Main Text: Ephesians 6:12

Key Quote: “Witchcraft is spiritual power outside God. Territorial powers are spiritual
rulers outside God. Both are real — but the power in Christ is greater than them all.”

Introduction: The Unseen War

¢ Many believers are saved but still struggle with cycles of defeat, delay, and
oppression.

¢ The gap between promise and experience is often a lack of understanding of the
spiritual battle.

¢ This message is a divine briefing on the reality of territorial powers.

1. The Origin of the Conflict: Fallen Powers

The battle began in heaven, not on earth.

Isaiah 14:12-15: Lucifer's fall due to pride.

Revelation 12:4: He took a third of the angels with him.

Genesis 6:1-2: These "sons of God" (fallen angels) targeted humanity,
specifically women.

Why women? The womb is the gateway of destiny. Corrupt the source, and you
influence the territory (Eve, Delilah, Jezebel).

2. The IlUicit Power: The Spirit of Witchcraft
e Fallen angels taught humanity to access power outside of God's will.

o Witchcraft Defined: Spiritual operation without God. Using spiritual knowledge
and energy without submitting to the Holy Spirit.

e Itis dangerously deceptive because it can manifest results, but the source is
demonic.

e ltcreatesillegal covenants that bind people to demonic spirits.
3. The Enemy's Structure: Territorial Powers
e Ourfightis not with people but with an organized hierarchy of darkness.
o Ephesians 6:12: Lists the ranks: principalities, powers, rulers of darkness.

o Three Critical Realities:



o A.Demonic Visitations Are Real: They are not metaphors. Spirits can
influence dreams, whisper thoughts, manipulate emotions, and bring
oppression. They exploit access points (sin, trauma, covenants).

o B.These Spirits are Principalities: They are high-ranking commanders,
like the "prince of Persia" in Daniel 10:13. They govern territories and
block breakthroughs.

o C.TheyRuin Lives: Their goal is to destroy destinies, break marriages,
cause addiction, and bring sickness. They operate through legal rights
granted by ignorance and sin.

4. The Believer's Victory: From Ignorance to Authority

¢ The Danger: Hosea 4:6 - "My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge." You
can be saved but still bound by ignorance.

e The Solution: Discernment and Authority.
o 1John4:1: Test the spirits. Not all power is from God.
o Colossians 2:15: Jesus already disarmed them at the cross.

o Luke 10:19: You have been given authority to overcome all the power of
the enemy.

e Our Weapons: The Blood of Jesus, the Name of Jesus, the Word of God, Prayer
and Fasting.

Conclusion: Taking Back Your Territory
¢ Thevictoryis won, but it must be enforced.
e Action Steps:
1. Renounce allillicit spiritual ties.
2. Pray for revelation of territorial spirits.
3. Command them to flee in Jesus' name.

4. Stand in your God-given authority.
