Key Takeaways for Personal Application 

   DISCERNMENT OVER SPECTACLE 

• Miracles alone don't validate ministry 

• Test the fruit, not just the gifts 

   DEPENDENCY ON CHRIST, NOT PEOPLE 

• Your breakthrough comes from Jesus, not a person 

• Your access to God needs no human mediator 

   WORD + SPIRIT = TRUTH 

• Bible study needs Holy Spirit illumination 

• Without the Spirit, the letter can deceive 

   FREEDOM IS THE TRUE FRUIT 

• God's power liberates; sorcery controls 

• True ministry produces love, joy, peace, not fear and obligation
